I am also riding in memory of my brothers-in-law, Donald Martin, Paula’s brother and Roland Thibault, my sister, Cecile’s husband.  On January 20th, 2008.  Don lost his long and courageous battle to ALS.  Roland lost his fight to Parkinson’s disease on April 16th , 2008.  They are both greatly missed.
